ASSOCIATED LANDSCAPE FEATURES: ponds; small
lakes; headwaters & small tributaries; medium rivers;
gradient: slow; rock substrates; soft substrates; clear water

ASSOCIATED THREATS: altered hydrologic regimes;
altered sediment loads; dams; dredging & channelization;
fragmentation; invasive plants & animals; pesticides &
herbicides; urban, municipal, and industrial pollution
