DISTRIBUTION & ABUNDANCE: State listed as special 
concern.  Generally widespread and abundant on Isle 
Royale.  It is considered uncommon or rare in Michigan and 
may be imperiled. 

ASSOCIATED LANDSCAPE FEATURES: upland shrub; 
lowland conifer; mesic conifer; dry conifer; Great Lakes 
island; edge; inland rock/cliff/ledge 

ASSOCIATED THREATS: altered fire regime; lack of 
scientific knowledge; forestry practices; unknown 

COMMENTS: Need surveys to assess abundance and 
distribution—particularly in Keweenaw, Houghton, and 
Ontonagon Counties; need to assess threats; need to 
identify host plant. 
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
