	1. Reduce stand basal area to 80 square feet using single tree selection/crop tree release marking techniques. 
2. Manage for the best tree in place, however, do not mark any oak, elm, cherry or hemlock. 
3. Retain at least 3 - 4 large diameter trees per acre (>12 inches DBH) of declining vigor to serve as future den trees.
4. Where high quality oak crop trees occur, create an average of one 60 foot regeneration hole per acre.    
5. Retain some representation of all species currently within the stand. 
6. When possible, release pockets of advanced hardwood regeneration by creating an overhead canopy gap. 
Access: From the east off of Mitchell Road.

	SPECIES TO REDUCE:
Multiple stemmed clumps of any harvestable species (remove the entire clump). 

	SPECIAL MARKING INSTRUCTIONS:
When nice quality oak crop trees are encountered, create where appropriate a 60 foot regeneration hole in the adjacent stand.  No regeneration holes are required in the remaining portions of the stand except when releasing pockets of advanced regeneration.  Try to retain scattered aspen of poor form or vigor to serve as future den trees.  Individual trees within multiple stemmed clumps must either all be marked for removal or else must all be left completely unmarked.
