3. Stand 4, mark all hardwood within rows as necessary to facility removal of Red Pine
4. Stand 15, remove all aspen and red maple; mark remaining trees with orange paint to retain approximately 40-50 BA
5. Stand 22, mark individual Red Pine trees with orange paint to remove and make rows, retaining 140 BA
6. Stand 17 & 117, mark individual Red Pine trees with orange paint to remove and make rows, retaining 120 BA
