	1. Stands 7, 47 and C79 stand 46 Final harvest to 2” DBH
2. Stand 2 Final harvest to 2” DBH leaving all Oak ≦ 6” DBH and all white pine
3. Stand 16 Final harvest to 2” DBH marking all oak on ridge in the stand to be retained
4. Stand 18 Remove all aspen then mark remaining trees to retain 60-80 BA
5. Stand 19 Mark to retain 70-80 BA focusing on the removal of high risk and poorer quality trees.
6. Stand 26 Final harvest to 2” DBH leaving all Oak ≦ 6” DBH and all white pine with a DBH ≧ 16”.  When putting
                in paint line mark out vernal ponds and Swamp Hardwood inclusion.     

7.  Stand 34 Remove all aspen then mark remaining trees to retain50-60 BA 
8.  Stand 52 Remove all aspen, maple, and birch then mark remaining trees to retain 50-60 BA
