	1. Stand 2 Remove all jack pine and aspen, mark red pine to cut, retaining 110 BA, mark oak to cut where removal will

    not damage residual red pine.  Leave large crowned oak for mast.
2. Stand 7 Remove all aspen, dead oak,  and mark live oak to cut, retaining 30-40 BA.
3. Stand 17 Remove all aspen and red maple, mark remaining oak to cut, retaining 60-70 BA.
4. Stands 26, 29 Mark to retain 10-20 BA of oak for seed and mast.
5. Stand 31 Mark to cut retaining 60-70 BA; Stand is to be maintained as a mixed stand.
6. Stands 32, 114 Mark to be cut retaining 50-60 BA concentrating on the retention of live and better formed oak.
Access: Is mainly off Angle Road in Clare County.

In all the oak stands, retain the healthiest oaks. These stands are over mature and many of them have significant oak mortality, these trees are to be removed. 

	SPECIAL MARKING INSTRUCTIONS:

Trees marked with green paint are to be marked with a green band around the entire circumference of the tree.

In stand 2, the smaller diameter oaks to be marked are those trees that can be removed from the pine stand without causing significant damage to the residual red pine.

	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).
