Stand 21. Individual tree mark all species retaining 60-70 BA/AC. Keep this as a mixed species stand. Target the removal of the high quality larger DBH oak and poorly formed trees.  
Stand 22. Individual tree mark all species retaining 50-60 BA/AC. Keep this as a mixed species stand. Target the removal of the high quality larger DBH oak and poorly formed trees.  
Stand 25. Mark the first three trees at both ends of the rows to be removed, as well as necessary confidence trees along the rows. Jack pine does not need to be marked.


	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.
