	1. STAND 21: MARK TO LEAVE WITH GREEN PAINT TO A RESIDUAL OF 40 FT2 BA/ ACRE.  See appendix C
2. STANDS 69, 70, 71: THESE STANDS ARE PRESCRIBED FOR PATCH CUTS RANGING FROM 1-4  ACRES IN SIZE.  THE PEREMETER OF EACH PATCH CUT WILL NEED TO BE MARKED WITH RED PAINTED BOUNDARY TREES.  ALL TREES 4.5” DBH AND GREATER, WILL BE REMOVED FROM WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THESE MULTIPLE PATCH CUTS (REFER TO MAP FOR LOCATION AND SIZE OF EACH PATCH).  THE PATCH CUTS ARE TO BE LAID OUT IN A MANNER WHICH POTENTIALLY REDUCES OR ELIMINATES UNNECESSARY MILITARY VEHICLE TRAFFIC WITHIN THE PATCHES TO BE HARVESTED TO PROTECT REGENERATION FROM TANK TRAFFIC(i.e. Located away from existing trail roads and openings already being used for military purposes).

Marking Boundaries and Area Calculation
1. The attached type map delineates the contract marking area.
2. Marking must be done in dry weather and when tree surfaces are not wet.

3. Paint the boundary line in such a way that it can be seen both from the inside of the sale area and when walking along the line from either direction (two sides).  Each boundary line tree must be stump-marked, at the base of the stump (one side) between the roots extending all the way to the ground.

4.  Paint a unit line which will constitute the payment unit boundary, dividing the sale into payment units, as shown on the attached map.

5. Place marks approximately six feet above the base of the tree.

6. The contractor will keep track of total quarts of paint used per-sale by color.
7. The contractor will use a GPS unit to determine enclosed acreage to the nearest one-tenth acre, unless an alternative method is approved prior by Unit Management.

8. GPS units used must be compatible with Pathfinder Office (2.01 or later) and capable of producing a Trimble .COR file format.  Supply a disk of the traverse file along with a hard copy of the corrected traverse file.

9. Position Mode must be set so that GPS receiver collects data from a minimum of four satellites.  This must be recorded in the position properties window after downloading.

10. Positions deliver ODS (over determine system) data.  2D position will not be acceptable.

11. The GPS receiver must log PDOP.  This log must be recorded in the position properties window after downloading.
12. PDOP mask must be less than or equal to 8.
13. SNR setting must be less than or equal to 4.

14.  Sale boundaries are to be recorded as an area feature, not a line.

15.  Payment Unit lines may be recorded as a line feature bisecting the sale.
Grayling Management Unit 
Timber Cruising Specifications
1. Cruise at a rate specified in the Timber Sale Preparation Prescription.
2. Use a 10-factor prism.
3. Use the product standards to determine products and heights of products.  See appendix D of product summary in the “The Complete Marker:  A Guide to Managing Northern Hardwoods on Michigan State Forests.”

4. Mark location of plots on the map, using the plot number.
5. Determine residual BA of trees by species where applicable.
6. Unless otherwise agreed to by the contract administrator and the contractor, plot center will be marked by a stake or stick firmly inserted in the ground (not snow) with a ribbon attached to it at a height of not less than two feet above the ground, and labeled with the PU/stand number and plot number.  In addition ribbon at least 12 inches long must be attached to a tree closest to plot center.

7. All cruise sheets must have compartment #, stand #, unit #, prism factor, date, individual tree species, and the cruiser's name.
8. The Grayling Management Unit Office will provide cruise sheets.
9. A copy of the “POSALE” program will be provided to the successful bidder for cruise data entry.  Original cruise sheets and a disk containing cruise data exported from POSALE must be delivered upon the completion of the sale. Shelterwood Sale Preparation

Individual Leave Tree Marking
1. The attached type map delineates the contract marking area.

2. Retain all high quality oak trees.

3. Manage for the best tree in place.
4. Mark only the trees to be left with green paint.
5. Leave a residual BA as specified in the Timber Sale Preparation Prescription.
6.  The Grayling Management Unit Office will provide paint.

7. Multiple stemmed trees must be either completed marked or completed left unmarked.  Do not partially mark any multiple stemmed trees.

8. The contractor will keep track of total quarts of paint used per-sale by color.

9. Remove high risk and suppressed oak trees (codominants showing signs of high stress, such as heavy epicormic branching, majority of crown loss, damaged or potential damaged, or may not live another 10 years).

10. Where possible, leave a minimum of two den trees per acre. (Don't remove all poor quality trees; some may be left if suitable as den trees).  All trees designated as den trees must be marked with green paint.

11. Marking must be done in dry weather and when tree surfaces are not wet.
12. Place marks approximately six feet above the base of the tree.
13. Mark the trees on two opposite sides.  Each marked tree must be stump-marked, at the base of the stump (one side) between the roots extending all the way to the ground.

14. Paint must be applied on moss free areas.
