Special Marking Instructions 

Thin stand down to 80 basal area by removing poor quality stems competing with crop trees.  Most, but not all aspen shall be marked for cutting.  Do not mark any Oak, Hemlock or Cedar for cutting.  Special attention shall be given to eutapella cankers and trees with V-shaped forks for removal.  Minimize damage from felling and skidding operations by marking appropriate trees.  Maple clumps shall be treated as one unit.  Mark the whole clump or leave the whole clump.  Leave some den trees for wildlife, preferably those with upper stem cavities of three inches or larger for den trees.
Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Management Unit.

Restrictions:  We wish to be able to identify who did what on our sales.  You may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without approval.  Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).

Paint: Call Terry Cryderman to make arrangements for all paint pick up.   Paint will be supplied from (location) Felch.  Contractors work schedule must coincide with the DNR work schedule for paint supply.  The DNR will not be available on weekends or evenings.

Deliverables:

1. A list of who marked (cruised) each payment unit (names)
