	1. All stands are to be marked with orange paint to cut to approximately 40 BA unless other wise stated. 
2. All Jack Pine and Aspen are to be cut and other species marked with orange to appropriate BA. 
3. Marking is to favor retention of oak with the removal to be focused on the higher risk and lower quality oak trees.
4. Exception stands 40 & 55, final harvest, to be cruised for a 2 inch final harvest  
5. Exception stands 33 & 35, seed tree harvest, leave trees should be marked with green paint to retaining 10 to 20 BA
6. Exception stand 16 has a heavy under story of white pine, in areas of thick regeneration do not mark trees to cut.
Access: is mainly off Center Fireline Road.
